MARQUETTE ELEMENTARY CELL PHONE POLICY

This policy is intended to ensure that personal electronic devices in our school and on
school property do not interfere with the learning, safety, and well-being of students and
staff.

There is no reason that a student should need to use a cell phone during the regular school
day. In any instance requiring an emergency communication with a student, our school
will immediately assist the student, a parent, or other responsible adult with that situation
by using a school telephone. All classrooms are equipped with a landline. To ensure that
we can reach you in case of emergency, please make sure we have your contact
information up-to-date.

Cell phones may be used before and after school hours as long as they are not used
during school sponsored activities or on school property during school hours,
including but not limited to; recess, field trips, on the bus, etc.

Student with phones

If a student is in use of his or her cell phone, the device will be temporarily taken away.
We will contact you, parent or guardian, so you can stop by and pick up the device from
our front office at your earliest convenience. If the use of a cell phone or device
becomes a recurrent issue, the student could be banned from being in possession of a cell
phone on school property altogether.
